	All vendors need to be aware of the policy regarding extension cords. Extension cords can be extremely dangerous; not paying attention to this policy could leave the building vulnerable to fire.  All extension cords must be UL approved, with a gauge rating of 12 or higher. This means the lower the number the higher the rating. Extension cords are not to be used long-term, not to be hung by nails or staples, not to be placed in walkways or other areas that can be a hazard. Extension cords are to be unplugged before you leave your booth. Flea Market employees will be inspecting booths to ensure compliance, and all vendors should do a self inspection to ensure we are maintaining a safe environment for our customers.

RECIPE OF THE MONTH

With Fall upon us, the harvests are coming in quickly. What better way to celebrate the bounty than with a recipe for Apple Cake with walnuts and cinnamon.
Apple Cake
2 cups sugar			1 ½ cups corn oil			3 eggs			2 tsp. vanilla
3 cups unsifted flour		1 tsp. baking soda			1 tsp. salt		¼ tsp. ground cloves
2 tsp. cinnamon			5 cups diced peeled apples		1 ½ cups chopped walnuts	

Cream together sugar and corn oil. Beat in eggs one at a time, then beat in vanilla, set aside.  Sift together flour, soda, salt, cloves, and cinnamon.  Stir apples and walnuts to sifted dry ingredients.  Add all dry ingredients to creamed mixture.  It will be difficult to stir, and the end result will be a stiff dough. Bake in 9x13x2 greased and floured baking pan at 325° for 55-60 minutes.  To make icing: Mix 1 ½ cups powdered sugar with about ¼ cup milk. Add more to make icing consistency a “drizzle”. Spread over still very warm cake.
